1. As Abraham deals with Lot (chapter 13) we see a Biblical model for making difficult decisions.  In our notes, we touched on four key factors in Biblical decision-making—discuss three of the four factors as we discussed them in class.

2. Contrast Abraham with his nephew in at least three ways.

3. Who is Melchizedek—that is, how is he unique?  Explain his significance, the future significance of the gifts he brings to Abraham, and what Abe gives to him after Abe rescues Lot.

4. Abramic Covenant (chapter15):  Describe the covenant event.  What is significant about how it was done, Who passed through the pieces, and who kept it?  What deeper meaning does this foreshadow/have for believers today in regards to Christ and salvation?

5. In chapter 17, God instituted the sign of the Abramic Covenant.  What is the sign?  Who had to be circumcised?  Connect circumcision to baptism in one way to Christ and His life/work in the NT.

6. What are the purposes of prayer?  Whose will is Sovereign?  Whose will changes? (answer with reference to/quoting Abe’s experience here in chapter 18:16-33)

7. Was the Lord gracious to Lot and his family?  Share 3 ways using Genesis 19 to support your argument.
