3. State the two reasons we discussed as to why a disciple was chosen to replace Judas.

4. Refer to Numbers 11:18-30.  What was Moses’ wish?  When was it answered? 

5. List 4 of the 5 marks of the Early Church.

6. Contrast briefly what Barnabas did with his land vs. what Ananias & Sapphira did with theirs.  Why is in not unreasonable that God struck them down?
7. Gamaliel offered the Sanhedrin some wisdom when they wanted to put Peter & John to death.  He said for them to leave the apostles alone—why? (offer his two part answer)

8. The Early Church encountered a problem: widows were being overlooked…Why did it become a problem and how did the apostles address the issue?  

9. What is Stephen’s final prayer as he is martyred?  Was it answered?  How? (be specific)

10. Below are the requirements for Apostleship:
